· The Disney College Program made its debut at Walt Disney World in 1981. In the early days, the Program consisted of slightly more than 200 students from 30 schools working at the Magic Kingdom® Park. 

· Since its debut, more than 75,000 students from across the United States and Puerto Rico have participated representing hundreds of schools, and each of the Program components (Living, Learning and Earning) has evolved and expanded. 

· The Disney College Program at the Walt Disney World Resort has celebrated 27 magical years, and has expanded to include program offerings at the Disneyland® Resort in Anaheim, Calif.

· A variety of Cast Member roles are available, including attractions, costuming, culinary, entertainment,* food and beverage, hospitality, lifeguards and merchandise.
· Disney College Program participants will live in gated housing complexes with 24-hour security and property managers on site to assist them. Participants may choose to bring a car but are not required, as transportation is available to and from work, as well as to local areas of interest, such as the post office, grocery store and local mall.
